Otji-toilet

The Otji-toilet perfectly meeds the
needs of the Havana Soup Kitchen. It
is a design by a very innovative man
originally from Germany which
provides a healthy, dry, odorless
toilet to the people who are in need
for an immediate toilet while waiting
for a real madern toilet.

Erecting this toilet took at least one
and a half week to complete, The

toilet is built with bricks and steel
structures. Instructions were given

To apply these methods we
have to get shelves and
teaching material. We man-
aged to get the shelves
through the help of one com-
pany who donated wood,
which we used to make
shelves. To make the
shelves, we had to use
bricks to form the shelves
with the same wood we ob-
tained from that company.
The money is raised by sell-
ing of second hand clothes.
